WCE has provided responses to each comment issue below and has grouped each comment issue
into a category below. For clarity, comments are left aligned and in italic type, and our responses
are indented and in roman (upright) type.

1. Pedestrian safety and traffic congestion.
WCE Response: WCE has noted that there is a perceived sidewalk deficiency and traffic
congestion in the surrounding area. This project will contribute to Traffic Impact Fees
which will be used by the City of Spokane for local improvements to the roads including
separated sidewalks if deemed necessary, or measures to decrease traffic congestion
including stop-controlled intersections or roundabouts.

2. Reduction in property values.
WCE Response: This comment has been noted. It is WCE’s experience that property
values typically increase, rather than decrease, as adjacent or nearby vacant land is
developed.

3. Damage to Drumheller Springs’ natural environment.
WCE Response: This comment has been noted. The geotechnical evaluation included in
this submittal indicates that much of the project site is covered with undocumented fill.
The project will not encroach upon Drumheller Springs parkland and is wholly located on
privately owned property.

4. Parking concerns.
WCE Response: This project will provide two driveway spaces to meet City of Spokane
parking standards. Additionally, per SMC 17C.405.010(D), Residential Household
Living uses located within one-half mile walking distance of transit stops shall not be
required to provide off-street vehicle parking.

5. The project is inconsistent with the existing neighborhood.
WCE Response: This comment is noted. The project provides attached single-family
residences which are compatible with other single-family residential types such as
detached single-family homes, attached single-family homes and up to 4-plexes per
BOCA regulations, which this project is under.

6. The property is located on blue basalt and will have drainage difficulties.
WCE Response: WCE is aware of the drainage difficulties of the project. We have
submitted additional geotechnical information with this submittal, and have prepared a
concept drainage report outlining our proposed drainage solutions.

7. Request to maintain native vegetation.
WCE Response: This comment has been noted. The project will maintain native
vegetation wherever possible; however, it should be expected that all vegetation would be
removed from the site for grading, installation of utilities and construction where
applicable.
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8. There are several animals not listed in the SEPA checklist.
WCE Response: When WCE prepared the SEPA Checklist for the project, we used
habitat maps provided by the Washington State Department of Fish and Wildlife and the
U.S. Department of Fish and Wildlife, as supplemented by our knowledge of local
wildlife. It should be noted that the species identified under public comment are not
threatened or endangered species.

9. Phasing questions.
WCE Response: Currently, WCE and the developer do not plan to phase construction of
the development. If phasing will be required in the future due to a changing market or
other requirements, we would provide a phasing plan.

10. The concept drainage report and geotechnical evaluation were not available in the file.
WCE Response: Thank you for your comment. The concept drainage report is still being
prepared and will require further geotechnical evaluation prior to completion. The
geotechnical evaluation was missing from the first submittal in error. The current
submittal contains the geotechnical evaluation report and additional geotechnical
information regarding infiltration testing.

11. Will additional permits have a comment period?
WCE Response: Thank you for your comment. WCE is unaware of any further comment
period for construction, grading, blasting or other permits and would direct this comment
to the City of Spokane for further information.

12. Request for grading plan.
WCE Response: Thank you for your comment. A grading plan will be prepared after
preliminary plat approval. Regarding drainage, the project will not increase stormwater to
adjacent properties.

13. The project has PUD language.

WCE Response: Thank you for your comment, WCE has corrected the PUD language
error.

14. Aesthetics.
WCE Response: Final townhome design has not been determined. The townhomes may
be up to 35° which could be two or three stories.

15. There is no natural gas available at this location.
WCE Response: Thank you for your comment. The property owner may bring natural
gas to the site if desired and determined to be fiscally viable.

16. The municipal code requires screening along the project boundary.

WCE Response: Regarding SMC 17C.400.030G.d., screening must be done for
garbage or recycling areas; fire escapes; or exterior stairs, not for townhomes. SMC
17C.200.040.B does not require a planting strip between two properties in the RSF Zone.
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17. Walking paths and open spaces.
WCE Response: Any reference to walking paths in the application was based upon a
previous layout. WCE has removed all references to walking paths in the updated
application as no paths are proposed at this time. The site will contain open space tracts
as well as open space near Ash Street below the bluff.

18. Historic and Cultural Preservation coordination.
WCE Response: This project has a completed Cultural Resource Survey dated July 11,
2024, which resulted in no historic properties found.

19. City code does not envision creating access to so many lots using just an alley.
WCE Response: This comment has been noted. WCE is working with the city to ensure
that all lots have adequate multimodal access to the City’s transportation network.

20. Waste and recycling bins.
WCE Response: The project is still in the preliminary platting phase and waste disposal
has not yet been determined. Upon approval of the preliminary plat, WCE will include
waste disposal measures in the civil/construction plans.

21. Emergency access concerns.
WCE Response: This project will have alley access for fire and emergency vehicles, and
is therefore subject to specific requirements by the fire department, including 20-foot
width alleyways.

Dave and Justin,

Ted Teske, cc’d here, has posed a question about the plat requirements submitted by fire related to
the Ash Place Townhomes Preliminary Plat. Specifically, he is concerned about possible building
heights over 30’ and when aerial access would be required. See highlighted portion of the email chain
below.





The comments I've receive for this plat include a minimum 20’ wide private driveway (along with
minimum turning radii for truck access) with no parking signs posted at required intervals along the
private driveway area. Since building construction plans are only accepted for review after a final plat
is recorded, we do not have any construction plans to verify proposed height for new homes. This
said, the interim codes under which this plat is vested allows for a maximum wall height of 30’ and a
maximum height to peak of the roof of 40’ for the homes closest to the exterior side lot lines of the
parent site. The interior homes have a wall and roof height maximum of 35’and 40’ respectively.

Similar to your review of the Vistas townhomes in Hillyard, | want to verity the following comment
provided for Vistas would apply to this site as well. Based on the below comment, aerial access
would only come into play if the distance from the grade plane to the top of the wall is more than 30’.
The total height to the peak of a roof may be over 30’ without aerial access being required — correct?

Vistas Communication

“Aerial access is based on the dimension between the grade plane to the top of the wall/parapet...If
the distance from the grade plane to the top of wall is more than 30’, then aerial access is required on
at least one full side of the building meeting the distance requirements (15-30’, 26’ wide).”

few main thoughts as the homeowner adjacent to the property in question.

First, | support the development of these townhomes as being something our city desperately
needs to help create more opportunities for home ownership in Spokane. | think the policies
and regulations allowing sixplex and higher density development in residential areas is a move
in the right direction rather than sprawling further out into the open spaces we enjoy as
residents of the Spokane area.

That said, there are a few concerns | have about the plans for the project in particular.

Firstis the issue of storm water management. The current plans call for a retention pond along
the south property line of the parcel, which is the one shared with mine. The current slope of
the ground between the parcels goes to the north towards the shared property line. | am
concerned that grading and development work for the townhomes would dam the movement
of water from my property down grade along the natural slope of the existing land. | would like
to have assurance that the grading will not affect that or that the drainage from the adjacent
land will be accounted for an allowed to flow into the retention pond. More broadly, the
amount of water being sent towards the retention pond from new impervious surfaces should
have in-depth scrutiny because currently water ponds across the subject property during
steady rain events. So post development, there is a potential for quite a bit of water to be
directed towards the south property line.

Second, | would like to discuss screening. The current plans call for a dead-end alley to be
constructed up to the south property line directly into the side of our house. That, in addition to
the relocation of the retention pond to the south side of the property calls into question the
screening of those features from our property. | would like to make sure that there is not an
open asphalt strip along our property line and that appropriate aesthetic screening is called for
and that there are engineered barriers to keep vehicles from running across the property line
into the side of our house.

Third is the width of the access alley inside the proposed development. During the
predevelopment meeting it was called out that the alley width was not wide enough for fire
vehicle access. The Fire Prevention Specialist stated at the March Pre-dev meeting that the
development needed to meet IFC D105.2. It states that, “buildings exceeding 30 feet in height
and will be required to have a Fire Aerial Access lane of 26 feet wide along at least one full side
of each building. The fire aerial lane is required to be a minimum of 15’ and a maximum of 30’
from the building along the full length of the side of the building.” The site plan shows the width
of the proposed access road is just 20’ wide, not wide enough to meet the required standard. |
have asked repeatedly for the City to respond to this comment in previous comment periods

Thank you for contacting the Washington State Historic Preservation Officer (SHPO) and
Department of Archaeology and Historic Preservation (DAHP) and providing documentation
regarding the above referenced project. These comments are based on the information
available at the time of this review and on behalf of the SHPO in conformance Washington State
law. Should additional information become available, our assessment may be revised.

Our statewide predictive model indicates that there is a high probability of encountering cultural
resources within the proposed project area. Further, the scale of the proposed ground disturbing
actions would destroy any archaeological resources present. ldentification during construction is
not a recommended detection method because inadvertent discoveries often result in costly
construction delays and damage to the resource. Therefore, we recommend a professional
archaeological survey of the project area be conducted and a report be produced prior to
ground disturbing activities. This report should meet DAHP’s Standards for Cultural Resource

Reporting.

We also recommend that any historic buildings or structures (45 years in age or older) located
within the project area are evaluated for eligibility for listing in the National Register of Historic
Places on Historic Property Inventory (HPI) forms. We highly encourage the SEPA lead agency
to ensure that these evaluations are written by a cultural resource professional meeting the SOI

DAHPs predictive model assesses the site as the highest risk category, likely due to
its proximity to the springs and certainly due to its proximity to a tribal burial site that is located less than 1000 feet from
the proposed project location. The site appears to be largely undisturbed and the 1958 imagery shows a system of trails
that crossed the property.

Will you please forward me any comments you receive from DAHP? We generally defer to DAHP on archaeology issues,
but | suspect they will request a cultural resource survey be completed. However, if DAHP does not request a survey, our
office may go ahead and request one as it seems like the prudent thing to do on this site. | will chat with Megan upon
her return next week and will follow up.

‘A combine Notice of Application, SEPA notice of Application (anticipated DNS or MDNS), and Public
Hearing was posted/mailed on or before February 3, 2025, and the public comment period ran
through February 18, 2024.

Looking at this property
and proposal | do not see any buildings. | don’t know that | would suggest handing anything out for
developments within the bat polygons as they are rather large and 99 percent of projects will not
have any impacts. Again, the thing we are mainly concerned about are the maternity roosts which
take place in old buildings or in attics, etc. Also, the Shrubsteppe layer is based on modeling and
designed to be extra conservative (in terms of protection) and over identifies potential shrubsteppe
habitat. The polygons that are near this development are mapped as presumptive and not actually
shrubsteppe. So no HMP is being recommended by me (WDFW). | hope this helps answer your
guestions.

| completed a wetland reconnaissance at the site located at 3242 N. Ash. N. Ash Place defines the west edge of the property and N. Ash Street defines the
east edge of the property. The building site is located on a terrace about 30 feet higher in elevation than N. Ash Street. Heading east from N. Ash Place the
surface elevation rises a bit so no surface water runs onto the site from the road or adjacent properties to the west. The west 3/4 of the property is rock
outcroppings and shallow soils on top of bedrock. The vegetation on the terrace is distinctly upland in character. The highest elevation occurs near the center
of the property, so the site slopes north, south, east and west from that central high point with the most dramatic slope being east toward N Ash St. The east
Y of the site is characterized by a steep drop in elevation down to N Ash Street. The steep slope has an overstory of maple trees and understory dominated by
Oregon grape and other upland shrubs and grasses. No wetland characteristics were observed on the hillside or at the toe of the slope. Google Earth air
photos indicate spoil piles were placed on the terrace between 2006 and 2009. Some of the piles may have been removed later. More spoil piles appeared
between 2015 and 2016. The spoils include some concrete and steel cable, but mostly consist of soil and rock cobbles. The surface conditions under the
spoils could not be evaluated, but historical air photos do not indicate any depressions or characteristics other than rock outcrop. | did not observe any
wetland soils, vegetation, or hydrology. A neighbor stated there was standing water somewhere on the site but | do not know the year or date of that
observation. Itis possible that surface water could temporarily pond on top of bedrock for brief periods of time from rain or snow, but the depressions are not
of sufficient depth or area for surface water to exist two weeks into the growing season. None of the subtle depressions observed would meet the wetland
hydrology criteria or hydrophytic vegetation criteria as required to be defined as a wetland.

We are working on a preliminary plat on 3242 N. Ash Place. The city received a letter that there was standing water on the site and is requiring a wetland

delineation for this project. Could you please go out and verify if a wetland is present on site? I’'ve attached the current preliminary plat, the geotechnical
report and the letter from the City in case you need any of those documents.
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Wetlands.

The City's wetland codes are intended to provide necessary protection for wetland resources.
While the Folsom-Quinn Wetland study conducted many years ago indicated a wetland in the
Drumheller Springs Park, more current maps including that of the National Wetland Inventory
map National Wetlands Inventory available for public view do not indicate a managed wetland in
this location. The SMC also recognizes that not all wetiands are mapped.

The wetland identified in the Folsom-Quinn Wetland Study identified the wetlands as a
seasonally ponded area. Under currently adopted code, this type of wetland would be
categorized as either a category Il o Iil wetland with a protective buffer ranging from 100-200"
(See Section 17E.070.100 Wetlands Rating System and Table 17E.070.110-1 found in Section
17E.070.110 Wetland Buffers). In this case the site proposed for development is over 200’ from
the wetland identified in the Folsom-Quinn Wetland Study. Additionally, due to concern about
standing water on the subject site the applicant engaged Larry Dawes of Biology Soil & Water,
listed on the County’s list of qualified wetland wetlands specialist listing (BP-80) found at BP-80
12-7-15 rev 3indd (see Mr. Dawes response via email found in exhibit 9. Applicant
Response to RFC no. 2). Based on a wetland reconnaissance of the site, no wetland
characteristics were observed on the subject site. Based on Mr. Dawes’ expertise and the
information in the geotechnical report, staff determined that there was no need for additional
evaluation of any on-site water wetlands associated with the project site. Additionally, no further
evaluation of the wetland associated with Drumheller Springs Park was require due to the context
of the site which includes an intervening developed public street between the wetland and the
project site in addition to the wetland type (category Il or Ill) and associated buffer which does
not reach the project site.

As the adjacent property owner, | would very much like to see both of these additional
reports when they are available to assess any impacts of the grading on our property.

11. Additional Approvals and Permits

They state they may likely need blasting, storm drainage, and street plans and permits. Will
these permits have a comment period attached to them? Or will directly adjacent neighbors be
made aware of these permit applications when they are filed or when work like blasting is to be
done next door?

15b.(1) Stormwater

They are talking about a lot of unknowns related to the geology of the site. | can state that there
is water moving not too far underground on the site along the various basalt strata. You can see
evidence of regular seepage year-round along the cliffs on the east side of the property adjacent
to Ash Street. There are damp mossy areas (even in winter) as well as visible water sheens at
various points that turn to frost and ice in the winter.

B. Environmental Elements

1c. Soils on Site

The applicant’s response here talks about the results of a geotechnical report for the site. Is this
the same report mentioned in section A.107? If so, this report was not included in the
information sent with this SEPA Checklist. | would very much like to see this report and the
recommendations of the contractor for addressing the onsite conditions.






le. Grading

They mention only needing to move 2,000cvd-5,000cyd of material to grade the site. Having the
grading plan available for review is necessary to complete comments on the proposed
development. The change in grade along our mutual property line could affect our drainage and
require new or modified fencing.

3. Water

3a. Surface Water

The applicant states that the adjacent wetlands and springs are “not connected to any streams
or rivers.” But Drumheller springs does drain through the basalt strata to the south of the
development site and as indicated previously, there is evidence or sub-surface water movement
through the project site and coming out along Ash Street.

3c. Water Runoff

Applicants describe their project in this section as a PUD. We would like to clarify if this project
will be developed under Spokane’s PUD ordinances (SMC 17G.070) or not. It also remains for
the applicants to adequately describe how they plan to determine the current rate of discharge
from the site and how they will monitor compliance with that rate upon completion of their
project.

4. Plants

There are maple trees located directly on the property line between the project parcel and the
property to the south. There are also wildflowers found on the site including Bitterroot. Finally,
there are noxious and invasive weeds located near the property. Drumheller Spring park has
Crown Vetch growing throughout it. We would hope that the developers could preserve some
of the natural environment along Ash Place where the Bitterroot grows in the natural basalt
knobs near the road. These areas could be preserved as they would be it the required setback
for the buildings.

5. Animals

In addition to the few checked animals, here is a list of others observed around our property
and the adjacent project property:

Birds: Northern Flickers, crows, Magpies, Robins

Mammals: moose, skunks, raccoons, coyotes, squirrels, mice

Other: bull snakes, frogs, salamanders

Applicants state that there are no mitigation measures that could be taken to enhance wildlife,
however including pollinator-friendly native plants in their landscaping plan and designing their
site lighting to prevent excessive glare for nocturnal migratory birds are both things they could
do with their project.

6. Energy and Natural Resources
6a. The applicant states they will be providing natural gas to their development. There is
currently no natural gas service to the project parcel or the other homes south of the project





site on Ash Place. Extending natural gas service to these properties will take extensive work in
Ash Place. This would create additional construction noise and impacts on area residents.
Additionally, the Washington Building Code Council recently adopted new efficiency rules slated
to go into effect this spring that may make natural gas an uneconomic option for this
development. We encourage the developer to look ahead to future energy infrastructure needs
and plan for non-fossil fuel options like planning for solar installation and home batteries.

10. Aesthetics

10a. Tallest Height

Code allows for the tallest height to be 35’. Would that result in a two- or three-story
townhouse configuration?

10b. Views

Given that the side setback of the proposed project is just 5/, how does the applicant propose to
screen the road that dead ends into our property line? SMC 17C.400.030G.2.d calls for an L1
visual screen or 6’ wall/fence with L2 see-through screen b/w fence and property line.
Additionally, SMC 17C.200.040.B states, “A planting strip of five feet in width shall be provided
along all other property lines except where buildings are built with no setback from the
property line or where a parking lot adjoins another parking lot.”

10c. Reduction of Aesthetic Impacts

Applicant’s state they will include walking paths and open spaces in their development to
reduce aesthetic impacts, however a review of their site plan shows no walking paths other
than the sidewalk required along Ash Place. Furthermore, the only community open space
shown are small parcels on the north edge of the property that seem to be designed primarily
as stormwater retention swales.

13. Historic and Cultural Preservation

We are encouraged to see the applicants will have an “inadvertent discovery plan” in place
while constructing their project since this area was a very significant cultural site for Spokane
native peoples. | hope they have been in close consultation with the regional tribal governments
to determine how best to proceed with caution.

14. Transportation

14d. New Improvements

Applicant’s plan calls for the creation of a new alley on the site for access to the townhomes.
We have some questions about this based on the City’s Pre-development meeting on this
project in March 2023 and the requirements of the Spokane Municipal Code.

Comments from the Engineering Department in March 2023 stated, “The “alley”/access road
shown on the plan submitted for the Pre-Development meeting will most likely need to be
named as it appears to provide access to more than three dwellings (SMC 17D.050A.050).” Also,
“The proposed access must meet street standards (Section 17H.010.090 Private Streets and
Private Access).” Additionally, from the Traffic Engineer at the March 2023 Pre-dev meeting:





“Unless pocket residential or cottage style housing criteria are met, the proposed alley will need
to meet public street standards and cannot be designated as an alley as it is an access for
several parcels.”

Has City signed off on plan to have alley-only access with no pedestrian access?

We would encourage the City to make sure the proposed access road meets the City’s Complete
Street standards and consider (as per the Comprehensive Plan) the needs of multi-modal users
including pedestrians and cyclists. City code clearly does not envision creating access to so many
residential units using just an alley. City code calls for a standard street design with facilities and
features for all modes of transportation.

If this is going to be designated as an alley (which it shouldn’t based on the above), we must
also consider the requirements of 17H.010.130 including:
e A: “alleys shall be provided at the rear or side of lots.”
e C: “designed with adequate turn-around facilities or alternative connections acceptable
to the director of engineering services at the dead-end.”
e E: “Public alleys shall be located in public right-of-way. If public utilities are to be located
in an alley, the alley must be located in public right-of-way.”
e H: “Unless specifically approved by the city fire department, alleys are not considered a
fire access.”
There are lots of questions about how their alley design and their utilities plan meet these
requirements. When you really look at it, this is not an alley, this is a cul-de-sac. Which our code
also says should not be created unless absolutely necessary. This perhaps should be a loop road
through the parcel with an entrance and an exit.

In regards to fire access, the Fire Prevention Specialist stated at the March Pre-dev meeting that
the development needed to meet IFC D105.2. It states that, “buildings exceeding 30 feet in
height and will be required to have a Fire Aerial Access lane of 26 feet wide along at least one
full side of each building. The fire aerial lane is required to be a minimum of 15’ and a maximum
of 30’ from the building along the full length of the side of the building.” The site plan shows the
width of the proposed access road is just 20" wide, not wide enough to meet the required
standard.

16. Utilities

Will each unit in the development have its own waste and recycling bins? Or is the plan to have
a dumpster or some other large collection device on site for residents? If the latter, where will
that be located on site as it is not designated on the provided site plan.

Hi Melissa,

As Dean suggested, the steep slopes will be the main concern for any structures proposed on these lots.

Since these will be reviewed under IRC code, Sec. R403.1.7 would apply for setbacks to slopes greater than 33%. If
compliance with this cannot be attained by placing the structures an accordance with the setbacks as per this section,
then Geotech/Engineering will be required. Lots 5-11 are of particular concern, but other lots may also be included in
this depending on the size and location of the proposed structures.

In other developments a Geotech report has been done for the entire plat with recommendations. Since our
understanding is that these will more than likely be attached units, it would be helpful for Building approval on permits
to have this Geotech report provided at permit submittal, and the foundations be designed by an engineer incorporating
the recommendations/requirements of the Geotech report.

Also in other developments, retaining walls have been constructed to mitigate the adjacent steep slopes. Such retaining
walls would need to be engineered, and permitted separately. A Geotech/engineers report indicating the setbacks to the

retaining wall for structures would then suffice to meet the code requirement (as per R403.1.7.4).

WCE has provided responses to each comment issue below and has grouped each comment issue
into a category below. For clarity, comments are left aligned and in italic type, and our responses
are indented and in roman (upright) type.

1. Pedestrian safety and traffic congestion.
WCE Response: WCE has noted that there is a perceived sidewalk deficiency and traffic
congestion in the surrounding area. This project will contribute to Traffic Impact Fees
which will be used by the City of Spokane for local improvements to the roads including
separated sidewalks if deemed necessary, or measures to decrease traffic congestion
including stop-controlled intersections or roundabouts.

2. Reduction in property values.
WCE Response: This comment has been noted. It is WCE’s experience that property
values typically increase, rather than decrease, as adjacent or nearby vacant land is
developed.

3. Damage to Drumheller Springs’ natural environment.
WCE Response: This comment has been noted. The geotechnical evaluation included in
this submittal indicates that much of the project site is covered with undocumented fill.
The project will not encroach upon Drumheller Springs parkland and is wholly located on
privately owned property.

4. Parking concerns.
WCE Response: This project will provide two driveway spaces to meet City of Spokane
parking standards. Additionally, per SMC 17C.405.010(D), Residential Household
Living uses located within one-half mile walking distance of transit stops shall not be
required to provide off-street vehicle parking.

5. The project is inconsistent with the existing neighborhood.
WCE Response: This comment is noted. The project provides attached single-family
residences which are compatible with other single-family residential types such as
detached single-family homes, attached single-family homes and up to 4-plexes per
BOCA regulations, which this project is under.

6. The property is located on blue basalt and will have drainage difficulties.
WCE Response: WCE is aware of the drainage difficulties of the project. We have
submitted additional geotechnical information with this submittal, and have prepared a
concept drainage report outlining our proposed drainage solutions.

7. Request to maintain native vegetation.
WCE Response: This comment has been noted. The project will maintain native
vegetation wherever possible; however, it should be expected that all vegetation would be
removed from the site for grading, installation of utilities and construction where
applicable.

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8. There are several animals not listed in the SEPA checklist.
WCE Response: When WCE prepared the SEPA Checklist for the project, we used
habitat maps provided by the Washington State Department of Fish and Wildlife and the
U.S. Department of Fish and Wildlife, as supplemented by our knowledge of local
wildlife. It should be noted that the species identified under public comment are not
threatened or endangered species.

9. Phasing questions.
WCE Response: Currently, WCE and the developer do not plan to phase construction of
the development. If phasing will be required in the future due to a changing market or
other requirements, we would provide a phasing plan.

10. The concept drainage report and geotechnical evaluation were not available in the file.
WCE Response: Thank you for your comment. The concept drainage report is still being
prepared and will require further geotechnical evaluation prior to completion. The
geotechnical evaluation was missing from the first submittal in error. The current
submittal contains the geotechnical evaluation report and additional geotechnical
information regarding infiltration testing.

11. Will additional permits have a comment period?
WCE Response: Thank you for your comment. WCE is unaware of any further comment
period for construction, grading, blasting or other permits and would direct this comment
to the City of Spokane for further information.

12. Request for grading plan.
WCE Response: Thank you for your comment. A grading plan will be prepared after
preliminary plat approval. Regarding drainage, the project will not increase stormwater to
adjacent properties.

13. The project has PUD language.

WCE Response: Thank you for your comment, WCE has corrected the PUD language
error.

14. Aesthetics.
WCE Response: Final townhome design has not been determined. The townhomes may
be up to 35° which could be two or three stories.

15. There is no natural gas available at this location.
WCE Response: Thank you for your comment. The property owner may bring natural
gas to the site if desired and determined to be fiscally viable.

16. The municipal code requires screening along the project boundary.

WCE Response: Regarding SMC 17C.400.030G.d., screening must be done for
garbage or recycling areas; fire escapes; or exterior stairs, not for townhomes. SMC
17C.200.040.B does not require a planting strip between two properties in the RSF Zone.

17. Walking paths and open spaces.
WCE Response: Any reference to walking paths in the application was based upon a
previous layout. WCE has removed all references to walking paths in the updated
application as no paths are proposed at this time. The site will contain open space tracts
as well as open space near Ash Street below the bluff.

18. Historic and Cultural Preservation coordination.
WCE Response: This project has a completed Cultural Resource Survey dated July 11,
2024, which resulted in no historic properties found.

19. City code does not envision creating access to so many lots using just an alley.
WCE Response: This comment has been noted. WCE is working with the city to ensure
that all lots have adequate multimodal access to the City’s transportation network.

20. Waste and recycling bins.
WCE Response: The project is still in the preliminary platting phase and waste disposal
has not yet been determined. Upon approval of the preliminary plat, WCE will include
waste disposal measures in the civil/construction plans.

21. Emergency access concerns.
WCE Response: This project will have alley access for fire and emergency vehicles, and
is therefore subject to specific requirements by the fire department, including 20-foot
width alleyways.

While the applicant has stated that they want the alley like access to be a public alley, the comments
from engineering staff are that access will need to be retained as a private access tract as the
configuration does not meet city standards for a public alley. This was comment number 1, from
engineering in the request for more information document after the first round of review (copied and
pasted below).

Yes, that would be the preference for emergency services.

We are looking solely from the perspective of road naming and addressing standards, without
consideration development code, fire code, turn radius requirements, etc.

But the addressing and road naming standards are very clear...

-Addressing is to be based on vehicular access to the structures. Given the topography you
mention, | do not think it is reasonable to expect first responders to be able to access the
buildings in Block 3 from Ash St.

-This makes the alleys the only access, and per my previous comments if that accessisto 4 or
more lots/units, the roadway needs to be named.

-All roadways within a plat need to be named.

-A named roadway cannot be an alley (except in downtown).

Just from our perspective, we don’t care if it’s private or public roadway, how wide it is or what
surface type. Again, looking only at the Addressing Code, how we ensure emergency
responders can get to those in need is by addressing properly off of the surfaces that provide
access to them. Addressing to a frontage road hundreds of feet away and up a steep, rocky
slope will not benefit first responders.

I’'ve included some folks from Fire who | believe have also commented on some concerns. We
will default to them. If they think this will not cause response issues with addressing Block 3 to
Ash St, then we can manage the GIS and 911 systems that way.

Comments to be addressed prior to Preliminary Plat technical completion

1. Primary access in and out of this plat must be via a private driveway located in a
tract and named a “Lane” instead of an alley. City of Spokane will not approve new
construction of public water and sewer mains in alleys due to access and
maintenance concerns.

2. For the conceptual stormwater report, the following items need to be corrected or
clarified:

a. The report includes the reference “Per City guidelines, the site is allotted
to discharge at a rate of 1.5 gallon per minute per acre.” Please clarify
as this discharge rate applies for systems connecting to Hazel's Creek
via a special connection agreement, it is not a City-wide standard.

b. The Geotechnical Conditions Report states that drywells and gravel
galleries do not appear feasible due to the depth to basalt and
recommends alternative methods such as retention or evaporation
ponds. The conceptual drainage plan includes a gravel gallery.

c. The conceptual drainage plan shows an overflow discharge to the city
system. Per the SRSM, the overflow path shall drain toward the natural
discharge point of the contributing basin. Please provide a down-
gradient analysis for the proposed discharge and compare to the pre-
developed condition.

d. The Basin Summary for POST Basins 2 and 3 states that “For this
analysis, it was presumed that all generated stormwater will be
maintained on site, with flows exiting the City stormwater system only in
the frozen-ground condition”. Please provide the analysis for both
basins and indicate where runoff will be maintained on site.

3. Per SMC 17G.080.040(B)(2)(r), locations of existing easements shall be included
on the preliminary plat map.

a. Per Kelly Final City Short Plat (AFN 7249860), there is a ten-foot
easement for utilities along the Ash Place street frontage.

Street & Lot Layout Comments

1. The proposed alleys shall be a private driveway located in a tract and shall be
given a name with the suffix “Lane”. Preapproved road names shall be identified
prior to submitting for addresses and utilities. Existing roadway names can be
searched on our mapping website at maps.spokanecity.org. Please provide
suggestions for a private roadway name to jeliason@spokanecity.org.

a. Per Section 17D.050A.060 Roadway Naming Standards:

i. Duplicate roadway names will not be allowed. Any roadway name shall not
duplicate any county roadway names unless the new roadway is in alignment
with the existing county roadway.

ii. Roadways with the same root name but different suffix (that are not in
reasonable alignment with the existing roadway) will be considered as a
duplicate roadway name, e.g., Chesterfield Drive or Chesterfield Lane and
thus disallowed.

Thank you for your comment.

The interim code under which this plat is vested includes a note in table 17C.400-1 (found in
17C.400.010) that a private shared driveway providing access to the rear of a grouping of
attached houses also meets the requirement for alley parking. See 17C.400.010 Pilot Low-
Intensity Residential Development Standards. This interim code did not place a limit on the
number of units that could be served by a private driveway. As such we have found no conflict
with the codes in place at time of permit application for the subdivision. Agencies with
jurisdiction and internal staff that review for access requirements including engineering, fire,
and solid waste for example have all approved the proposed driveway access layout and
included conditions associated with the proposal. For instance, the private driveway will need
to be designed and constructed to handle the turning radius and weight of emergency

vehicles.

Please also be advised that under currently adopted codes, driveways serving up to a
maximum 9 units (unless approved by engineering) are allowed. This is codified in the “unit lot
development” code for example (See 17G.080.065). Because this site provides the required
public street frontage under the interim code for a standard long plat, the unit lot subdivision
code (formerly the pocket plat code) was not required to be implemented for the proposal.
Here too there is no conflict with adopted codes.

The private driveway is named for EMS service provision. The city staff who work on addressing
for EMS servicing have reviewed and provided guidance on addressing for this development
consistent with EMS service provisions. Please see the updated map linked to this email and
available on the project website. Preliminary Plat Map (Revised Jan. 2025). The private
driveway is named Toyon Lane. Please note that specific numbered addresses for each unit
will be shown at time of final plat — address numbers are not a requirement for the preliminary
application.

For those homes with street frontage on N Ash Place, the front doors will be directly visible and
accessible from N. Ash Place. Addressing on each unit will be per adopted code. The
requirement for the location of the primary entry is found in the interim code under which this
platis vested.

Third is the width of the access alley inside the proposed development. During the
predevelopment meeting it was called out that the alley width was not wide enough for fire
vehicle access. The Fire Prevention Specialist stated at the March Pre-dev meeting that the
development needed to meet IFC D105.2. It states that, “buildings exceeding 30 feet in height
and will be required to have a Fire Aerial Access lane of 26 feet wide along at least one full
side of each building. The fire aerial lane is required to be a minimum of 15’ and a maximum
of 30° from the building along the full length of the side of the building.” The site plan shows
the width of the proposed access road is just 20° wide, not wide enough to meet the required
standard. I have asked repeatedly for the City to respond to this comment in previous comment
periods and they have not. Am I to assume that since they haven’t that the proposed
townhomes will only be two-stories tall and not exceed the 30-foot height limit?

The driveway is named consistent with EMS servicing provisions and is identified as such
on the site plan dated January 2025.

2. This interim code did not place a limit on the number of units that could be served by a
private driveway. As such staff has found no confiict with the codes in place at time of permit
application for the subdivision. Agencies with jurisdiction and internal staff that review for
access requirements including engineering, fire, and solid waste for example have all
approved the proposed driveway access layout and included conditions associated with the
proposal. The private driveway will need to be designed and constructed for minimum
widths, tumning radii, and weight of emergency vehicles for example.

No agency with jurisdiction identified that concurrency could not be achieved.

Where onsite parking
is proposed, all applicable codes related to development of on-site parking will be verified at
time of building permit.

Public streets are located along both N. Ash Place and N. Ash Street frontages however,
vehicular access to serve proposed lots from N. Ash Street is prohibited. As such the
proposed subdivision will have access only from N. Ash Place.

1. Anapproximate site fire flow (obtained from IFC Table B105.1 and Table C105.1 using the total fire
area and construction type) is 1,000 GPM with or without automatic sprinklers throughout and
requires one fire hydrant.

2. There are two existing fire hydrants in the area that meet some or all of the code requirements for
this project.

3. Site fire flow will be required to be maintained or provided prior to delivery of bui
materials to the site (IFC 3312.1).

4. Fire hydrant spacing shall not be more than 500 feet (along an acceptable path of travel),
within 500 feet of the property line for non-sprinklered buildings and 750 feet of the property
line for fire sprinklered buildings (SMC 17F.080.030).

5. For International Residential Code buildings, fire hydrants are required within 600 feet of all
points around the building (IFC 507.5.1, exception 1). For single family residential infill
projects in existing developed areas, fire hydrants are allowed to be within 500 feet of the
property line along an acceptable path of travel (SMC 17F.080.321).

6. Fire Department approved all-weather access must be provided to within 200 feet of any
point around the outside of a building (IFC 503.1.1). For fully sprinklered buildings, this is
extended to 240 feet (IFC 503.1.1, exception 1). Dead-end roads longer than 150 feet need
approved fire apparatus turn-arounds (IFC 503.2.5). Fire apparatus turing radius is 50 feet
external, 28 feet internal (SMC 17F.080.030.D.3). Minimum height clearance is 13 feet-6
inches (IFC 503.2.1). Fire lanes will have a maximum slope of 10 percent (based on IFC
503.2.7). Minimum width for fire access is 20 feet, unobstructed (IFC 503.2.1). Fire aerial
access lanes are limited to a maximum slope of 5%.

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7. Streets with a minimum clear width less than 26 feet are required to be provided with “No
Parking” signs on both sides of the street. Streets with a width more than 26' to less than
32 shall be provided with “No Parking” signs on one side of the street. Signs shall be
spaced 50 feet apart.

8. Buildings exceeding 30 feet in height and will be required to have a Fire Aerial Access lane
of 26 feet wide along at least one full side of each building (IFC D105.2). The fire aerial lane
is required to be a minimum of 15’ and a maximum of 30’ from the building along the full
length of the side of the building.

9. Driveways used as fire lanes for single family and two-family dwellings can be reduced to
an unobstructed width of 12 feet wide as long as there is a code compliant 50 foot radius
turn-around or approved hammerhead within 150 feet of all points around the dwelling.

10. Fire lanes will be maintained with an all-weather surface (IFC 3310.1) and provided prior to
the delivery of building construction materials to the site.

11. The proposal does not appear to meet the requirements of the Fire Code for fire access.
The proposed hammerhead has a significant grade change for one of the legs and could
not be built as shown. Access can be obtained by apparatus driving into the site no more
than 150 feet (no turn-around required) and measuring the site fire access from that point
(200 feet to all points around the buildings along an acceptable path of travel).

1. The “alleys” will be required to be constructed for fire access. They will need to meet the minimum

requirements of the Fire Code including a minimum 20’ clear width and 50° external and 28" internal turning

radii.

“Fire Lane — No Parking” signage is required on both sides of the “alleys” every 50'.

3. Roads and utilities will be completed and approved prior to delivery of combustible construction materials to
the site and prior to issuance of building permits. Temporary roads will not be allowed to obtain the permits.

4. Townhouse structures with 5 or more dwelling units are required to be provided with fire sprinklers.

Thank you for the opportunity to comment | look forward to the City’s and Applicant’s
responses. Overall, we are in favor of the proposed development, however as the adjacent
property owner we have some specific questions and concerns that we would like to see
addressed and responded to so we can better assess the impacts of the project on our property.
| have outlined them below referenced to the sections of the SEPA Checklist.

A. Background
7. Phased Development

Applicants state development may be phased based on market conditions. While they break
down the grading, utility, and infrastructure part as one phase, do they mean to say that
construction of the actual townhomes could be done in phases as well? And if so, what do they
anticipate that may look like? Will they build the buildings along the bluff or the buildings along
Ash Place first?

10. Environmental Information

The applicant states they will be providing a “Concept Drainage Report and a Geotechnical
Evaluation.” These reports are not included with the information for this agency comment
period. As the adjacent property owner, | would very much like to see both of these additional
reports when they are available to assess any impacts of the grading on our property.

11. Additional Approvals and Permits

They state they may likely need blasting, storm drainage, and street plans and permits. Will
these permits have a comment period attached to them? Or will directly adjacent neighbors be
made aware of these permit applications when they are filed or when work like blasting is to be
done next door?

15b.(1) Stormwater

They are talking about a lot of unknowns related to the geology of the site. | can state that there
is water moving not too far underground on the site along the various basalt strata. You can see
evidence of regular seepage year-round along the cliffs on the east side of the property adjacent
to Ash Street. There are damp mossy areas (even in winter) as well as visible water sheens at
various points that turn to frost and ice in the winter.

B. Environmental Elements

1c. Soils on Site

The applicant’s response here talks about the results of a geotechnical report for the site. Is this
the same report mentioned in section A.107? If so, this report was not included in the
information sent with this SEPA Checklist. | would very much like to see this report and the
recommendations of the contractor for addressing the onsite conditions.






le. Grading

They mention only needing to move 2,000cvd-5,000cyd of material to grade the site. Having the
grading plan available for review is necessary to complete comments on the proposed
development. The change in grade along our mutual property line could affect our drainage and
require new or modified fencing.

3. Water

3a. Surface Water

The applicant states that the adjacent wetlands and springs are “not connected to any streams
or rivers.” But Drumheller springs does drain through the basalt strata to the south of the
development site and as indicated previously, there is evidence or sub-surface water movement
through the project site and coming out along Ash Street.

3c. Water Runoff

Applicants describe their project in this section as a PUD. We would like to clarify if this project
will be developed under Spokane’s PUD ordinances (SMC 17G.070) or not. It also remains for
the applicants to adequately describe how they plan to determine the current rate of discharge
from the site and how they will monitor compliance with that rate upon completion of their
project.

4. Plants

There are maple trees located directly on the property line between the project parcel and the
property to the south. There are also wildflowers found on the site including Bitterroot. Finally,
there are noxious and invasive weeds located near the property. Drumheller Spring park has
Crown Vetch growing throughout it. We would hope that the developers could preserve some
of the natural environment along Ash Place where the Bitterroot grows in the natural basalt
knobs near the road. These areas could be preserved as they would be it the required setback
for the buildings.

5. Animals

In addition to the few checked animals, here is a list of others observed around our property
and the adjacent project property:

Birds: Northern Flickers, crows, Magpies, Robins

Mammals: moose, skunks, raccoons, coyotes, squirrels, mice

Other: bull snakes, frogs, salamanders

Applicants state that there are no mitigation measures that could be taken to enhance wildlife,
however including pollinator-friendly native plants in their landscaping plan and designing their
site lighting to prevent excessive glare for nocturnal migratory birds are both things they could
do with their project.

6. Energy and Natural Resources
6a. The applicant states they will be providing natural gas to their development. There is
currently no natural gas service to the project parcel or the other homes south of the project





site on Ash Place. Extending natural gas service to these properties will take extensive work in
Ash Place. This would create additional construction noise and impacts on area residents.
Additionally, the Washington Building Code Council recently adopted new efficiency rules slated
to go into effect this spring that may make natural gas an uneconomic option for this
development. We encourage the developer to look ahead to future energy infrastructure needs
and plan for non-fossil fuel options like planning for solar installation and home batteries.

10. Aesthetics

10a. Tallest Height

Code allows for the tallest height to be 35’. Would that result in a two- or three-story
townhouse configuration?

10b. Views

Given that the side setback of the proposed project is just 5/, how does the applicant propose to
screen the road that dead ends into our property line? SMC 17C.400.030G.2.d calls for an L1
visual screen or 6’ wall/fence with L2 see-through screen b/w fence and property line.
Additionally, SMC 17C.200.040.B states, “A planting strip of five feet in width shall be provided
along all other property lines except where buildings are built with no setback from the
property line or where a parking lot adjoins another parking lot.”

10c. Reduction of Aesthetic Impacts

Applicant’s state they will include walking paths and open spaces in their development to
reduce aesthetic impacts, however a review of their site plan shows no walking paths other
than the sidewalk required along Ash Place. Furthermore, the only community open space
shown are small parcels on the north edge of the property that seem to be designed primarily
as stormwater retention swales.

13. Historic and Cultural Preservation

We are encouraged to see the applicants will have an “inadvertent discovery plan” in place
while constructing their project since this area was a very significant cultural site for Spokane
native peoples. | hope they have been in close consultation with the regional tribal governments
to determine how best to proceed with caution.

14. Transportation

14d. New Improvements

Applicant’s plan calls for the creation of a new alley on the site for access to the townhomes.
We have some questions about this based on the City’s Pre-development meeting on this
project in March 2023 and the requirements of the Spokane Municipal Code.

Comments from the Engineering Department in March 2023 stated, “The “alley”/access road
shown on the plan submitted for the Pre-Development meeting will most likely need to be
named as it appears to provide access to more than three dwellings (SMC 17D.050A.050).” Also,
“The proposed access must meet street standards (Section 17H.010.090 Private Streets and
Private Access).” Additionally, from the Traffic Engineer at the March 2023 Pre-dev meeting:





“Unless pocket residential or cottage style housing criteria are met, the proposed alley will need
to meet public street standards and cannot be designated as an alley as it is an access for
several parcels.”

Has City signed off on plan to have alley-only access with no pedestrian access?

We would encourage the City to make sure the proposed access road meets the City’s Complete
Street standards and consider (as per the Comprehensive Plan) the needs of multi-modal users
including pedestrians and cyclists. City code clearly does not envision creating access to so many
residential units using just an alley. City code calls for a standard street design with facilities and
features for all modes of transportation.

If this is going to be designated as an alley (which it shouldn’t based on the above), we must
also consider the requirements of 17H.010.130 including:
e A: “alleys shall be provided at the rear or side of lots.”
e C: “designed with adequate turn-around facilities or alternative connections acceptable
to the director of engineering services at the dead-end.”
e E: “Public alleys shall be located in public right-of-way. If public utilities are to be located
in an alley, the alley must be located in public right-of-way.”
e H: “Unless specifically approved by the city fire department, alleys are not considered a
fire access.”
There are lots of questions about how their alley design and their utilities plan meet these
requirements. When you really look at it, this is not an alley, this is a cul-de-sac. Which our code
also says should not be created unless absolutely necessary. This perhaps should be a loop road
through the parcel with an entrance and an exit.
